Directions: 

1) Take a photo of yourself that shows your face and hairline similar to the photo you see in the example below.  
DO NOT SMILE!  Assume this is a photo taken by the police after you have been brought in and arrested. No one else but your teacher will see this photo so don’t worry about how ‘pretty’ or ‘handsome’ you are. 2) Download the photo from your camera and copy and paste your photo into the “Confidential Information” sheet just as Josh did in a previous year.  Your final picture should be approximately 2.5 inches tall and 2 inches wide.  You will have to resize your photo to make sure it fits in the appropriate space.  Format your photo so the layout is ‘square.’  Your final document should look the same as the sample. If you move any of the boxes, you will need to reformat the document. 
3)  Fill in the information by deleting the information in red and typing your info into each box.  You do NOT need to write in complete sentences.  Make sure your information is on only one page!  Do not hand in this direction page.
4)  Save your page as a PDF file and e-mail it to me at mwalmsley@livingston.org  Use the same e-mail address when you send it that is on your MO page.
