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Livingston Public Schools - AHERA Yearly Notification

Dear Parents, Teachers, Building Occupants and Employee Organizations:

In the past, asbestos was used extensively in building materials because of its insulating, sound
absorbing, and fire retarding capabilities. Virtually any building constructed before the late 70’s
contained some asbestos. Intact and undisturbed asbestos materials generally do not pose a health
risk. Asbestos materials, however, can become hazardous when, due to damage or deterioration
over time, they release fibers. If the fibers are inhaled, they can lead to health problems, such as
cancer and ashestosis.

In 1986, Congress passed the Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act (AHERA) which
requires schools to be inspected to identify any asbestos containing building materials. Suspected
asbestos-containing building materials were located, sampled (or assumed) and rated according
to condition and potential hazard.

Every six months the Livingston Public School District conducts a survey of known or suspected
asbestos containing building materials and every three years the District conducts a full re-
inspection to determine whether the condition of the known or assumed asbestos containing
building materials (ACBM) has changed and to make recommendations on managing or
removing the ACBM. At the last re-inspection, all materials listed in the Asbestos Management
Plan as asbestos containing (or assumed to be asbestos-containing) were inspected and
appropriate response actions recommended.

The law further requires an Asbestos Management Plan (AMP) to be in place. The Livingston
Public School District has developed and maintains a plan as required. The plan has several
ongoing requirements: distribute an annual notification on the status of asbestos activities,
educate and train potentially exposed employees about asbestos and how to safely deal with it,
notify short-term or temporary workers on the locations of the asbestos containing building
materials; post warning labels where asbestos was previously identified or assumed, follow set
plans and procedures designed to minimize the disturbance of asbestos containing building
materials and survey the condition of these materials every six months to assure that they remain
in good condition.

It is the intention of the Livingston Public School District to comply with all federal and state
regulations controlling asbestos and to take whatever steps are necessary to ensure students and
employees a healthy and safe environment in which to learn and work. You are welcome to
review a copy of the AMP in the Buildings and Grounds office during regular school hours.

Cada afio la Agencia de Proteccion Ambiental (EPA-pot sus sigias en ingles) nos requiere que
les notifquernos a Los padres, maestros y personal de apoyo Las acciones que hernos tornado
referente at mantenimiento de los materiales que contienen asbestos (ACM-pot sus siglas en
ingles) en nuestras escuelas. Ustedes probablemente saben que asbestos es un término genérico
utilizado para describir seis rnateriales naturals de ininerales fibrosos que han sido usados en la
construccion por su elasticidad y aisiarniento.

Cuando este material (ACM) cornienza a deteriorarse se pane able una condicion en que las
fibras pueden escaparse al aire y se pueden respirar y pueden causar riesgos a la salud humana.
Anunque toda la evidencia epidemioldgica demuestra que solaniente ci set expuestos a una graii
cantidad de estas fibras de asbestos pot un largo periodo (mas de 20 afios) puede causar
problernas de la salud, noso y ci EPA nos compromentemos a eliminar la posibilidad de ser
expuestos a las fibras de asbestos dentro de nuestras escuelas. Para poder acontecer esto, hernos
contratado a una agencia de servicios consultorios ambiental.

Los especialistas ambientales, Garden State Environmental, Inc., han diseflado e implementado
la programa de mantenimiento del distrito para ci manejo del ACM y continiian manejando las
operaciones. Bibs proveen inspecciones de nuestros edificios de vez en cuando y les informan la
personal de mantenimiento como deben de lidiar con el ACM que se encuentre en nuestros
edificios de una manera eficaz para evitar cualquier perturbacién del mismo. El sistema termal
de aislamiento del distrito se fue encapsulado profesionalmente para asi prevenir la deterioracion
y friabilidad.

El proximo paso seré la inspeccion y esa occurira dos tiempos al afio. Copias de todos los
reportes semi—anuales de cada edifcio son archivadas en el plan del distrito de manejo de
asbestos, localizada en la oficina de Junta de Educacion, donde revisar los registros durante las
horas normales de operacion. En adicion, si tienen alguna pregunta especifica sabre el manejo
del programa ACM, por favor siéntanse en toda libertad de comunicarse conmigo.
