Travel Guidance Reminders for Spring Break

Please email our school nurse, Mrs. Cullen, with return to home dates so that she can discuss
with you a timeline of possible test dates and/or return to in person dates.

e There is no quarantine required if you travel to New York, Pennsylvania, Connecticut or
Delaware.
« If you travel to any other state, or out of the country, the required quarantine is now 10
days from the return date, resuming your activities on day 11.
¢ You can choose to test and potentially shorten quarantine to 7 days from return date,
resuming your activities on day 8. For this to happen, you must have a PCR test performed
on return day 3, 4, or 5. In addition, you must provide documentation of a negative test
result.
