Types of Graphs

Pictograph


- compares data using pictures or symbols (mode)

Bar Graph


- compares data using bars (mode)

Line Graph


- compares data over time (days, years, etc)

Circle Graph


- shows parts of a whole

Line Plot




- shows the spread of data (range, mode, outlier)

Stem and Leaf Plot


- used when there are 50 or less pieces of data and we want to see where 
the data falls in specific intervals.  You want to keep the actual data value 
and can find the MCT’s

Back to Back Stem and Leaf Plot


- used to compare similar sets of data
