AP Exam
registration applies for students who intend to sit for an exam in May 2019.

Payment for AP Exams will be accepted exclusively online through Total Registration. Livingston High
School does not accept checks for AP Exams. Please visit the Total Registration website for complete
information.

The fee for each AP Exam is $98, with the exception of AP Capstone (AP Seminar and AP Research),
which costs $146.

Be advised that students who created a Total Registration account to sign up for the PSATSs should use
the same credentials to sign up for AP Exams.
