+In English, nouns are replaced by pronouns. If we didn't have pronouns, we would have to keep
repeating the noun, and our speech would become cumbersome. For example:

-No, I didn’t call Mary and Ana.

-Do you see John?
-Did you call Mary and Ana?

With pronouns, we can simplify this.
