                     Economic Book CRITiQUE assignment and Format: 

Heading:  Type your name, subject, class period and date in the upper left hand corner of the first page. The review will be typed, double-spaced, Times New Roman, size 12 font.
Title:         Name of the book you are reviewing

First Paragraph: Summary of Book: 
Give a brief summary of the book. This should be explained in general terms. This is a critique of the book and NOT a book report.
Second Paragraph: Authors Thesis:
Explain why the author wrote this book. What is the author trying to prove? How does he prove the thesis of the book.  This is often the most difficult part of the review.  Give facts from the novel to support the author’s thesis.   


Third Paragraph: Positive Criticism:
Explain what the author did well. Was the book clearly written? Did the author prove his thesis? Was the book logically organized, fast paced, balanced, and informative? (Cite examples from your reading)

Fourth Paragraph: Negative Criticism:
Explain what the author did poorly? Did you see any biases in the book. Was reading this book worth the time invested? How could the book have been made better? (Cite examples from your reading)

Final Paragraph: Overall Assessment of the Novel:
Give an overall assessment of the book. Did the good points outweigh the bad? Did the author succeed in what he tried to accomplish? Do you feel it has introduced you to the study of economics?
