Draw a giant clock face with hours and minutes 
with sidewalk chalk. Choose two people to be the 
hour and minute hands, then call out a time and 
send them out to become the clock. Add more 
complicated elements by having them add to or 
subtract from the initial time too. (“Now it’s 23 
minutes later!”)
