Grades PreK-2 

Play a game of “Hopscotch” that encourages your child to learn letters, 

sounds, and/or words. Simply create a hopscotch pattern and fill in each 

square with an uppercase or lowercase letter or select various reading 

words. Students must identify the letter, letter’s sound(s), or the word in 

order to advance to the next square.    

Grades PreK-5 

Take an alphabet walk. Walk around your yard keeping a list of all the 

things you see during your walk.  Make an alphabetical list of all the things 

you spotted trying to identify an item for each letter of the alphabet.
